“Women Security:
Domestic Violence
Act, Reasons for

The first session of this seminar was delivered by Adv.
(Smt.) Sadhana Bajare on the topic “Women Security: Domestic Violence
Act, Reasons for Domestic Violence and Solutions”. At the outset of her
session she explained in brief about the concept domestic violence
meaning of the same as the violence or other abuse that occurs in a
domestic setting, such as in marriage or family. She further stated that,
this violence can assume multiple forms including physical, verbal,
emotional, economic, religious, reproductive, or sexual abuse. It can be a
marital rape or other violent physical abuses such as choking, beating,
female genital mutilation, and acid throwing that may result in
disfigurement or death. In this age of developed technology, technology is
also used to harass, control, monitor, stalk, or hack. Due to all this
domestic murders may take place and such murders include stoning,
bride burning, honor killing, and dowry death. She was of opinion that

most of such
cases are very
common in
India and they
are very
obvious in any
class of society
such as upper-

middle-lower,

urban-village,
and educated-

illiterate and so on.

By explaining the term domestic violence, she focused on the acts,
laws in the Indian court of law. She talked about the domestic violence act
2005 and section 498 A in The Indian Penal Code in detail. The Protection
of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005 is different from the
provisions of the Indian Penal Code in that it provides a broader definition
of domestic violence in what it covers and who it protects. Pursuant to the
Act, the aggrieved person is defined as any woman who is, or has been, in
a domestic relationship with the respondent and who alleges to have been
subjected to domestic violence by the respondent. This law protects not
only women from violence within their husband-wife relationships, but
women living in the same home with people with whom they are in a

domestic relationship with. This protects women from violence within
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their relationships by marriage (ex: husband-wife, daughter-in-law with
father-in-law/mother-in-law/etc), relationships by blood (ex: father-
daughter, sister-brother), relationships by adoption (ex: adopted
daughter-father), and even relationships in the nature of marriage (ex:
live-in relationships, legally invalid marriages. This Act was considered to
be the first piece of legislation to provide legal recognition and protection
to relationships outside of marriage.

Domestic violence is defined by Section 3 of the Act as any act, omission or
commission or conduct of the respondent shall constitute domestic violence
in case it:

1. harms or injures or endangers the health, safety, life, limb or well-
being, whether mental or physical, of the aggrieved person or tends to
do so and includes causing physical abuse, sexual abuse, verbal and
emotional abuse and economic abuse; or

2. harasses, harms, injures or endangers the aggrieved person to coerce
her or any other person related to her to meet any unlawful demand
for any dowry or other property or valuable security; or

3. has the effect of threatening the aggrieved person or any person
related to her by any conduct mentioned in clause (a) or clause (b); or

4. otherwise injures or causes harm, whether physical or mental, to the
aggrieved person.” The Act includes and defines not only physical
violence, but also other forms of violence such as emotional/verbal,
sexual, and economic abuse through the section Chapter 1 -
Preliminary.

She also cited some sample cases and briefed the audience about the
justice brought to the victims through this act. The speaker explained the
terms like protection officer, protection orders, compensation orders as
domestic violence act 2005 is a civil law meant primarily for protection
orders, rather than criminal enforcement. She further instructed audience
to not to misuse this law to bring shame for those who actually suffers
from domestic violence and do not get justice.

In her talk she further encouraged the audience against domestic
violence by stating that women in this age should come out of those
submissive types of stereotypes created by men in the patriarchal society
for their benefit. Women must raise their voice against any sort of abuse,
violence and injustice. Those who tolerate injustice are more guilty than
those who impose the same. She provoked the audience to be literate
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about law for justice, raise your voice against secondary position allocated
to you only because of your gender.

She elaborated the true meaning of freedom for women by citing day
to day real life examples. Books will make you know who you are and
power within you if you read them contextually. She concluded her

session by explaining a need of promotion and propagation equality,

“Love without Hurt:
We Deserve Better”

Dr. (Smt.) Anuradha Harkare engaged the second session of this
seminar. The topic of
her session was “Love
without Hurt: We
deserve Better”. In her
session she primarily
enlightened the
audience in detail on
various types of abuses
as it is important to be
aware of the abuses in
relationship to identify
and tackle them.

e Emotional Abuse:
Emotional abuse is a way to control another person by using emotions
to criticize, embarrass, shame, blame, or otherwise manipulate
another person. In general, a relationship is emotionally abusive when
there is a consistent pattern of abusive words and bullying behaviors
that wear down a person's self-esteem and undermine their mental
health. What's more, mental or emotional abuse, while most common
in dating and married relationships, can occur in any relationship
including among friends, family members, and co-workers.

Emotional abuse is one of the hardest forms of abuse to recognize. It
can be subtle and insidious or overt and manipulative. Either way, it
chips away at the victim's self-esteem and they begin to doubt their
perceptions and reality.

The underlying goal of emotional abuse is to control the victim by
discrediting, isolating, and silencing.

In the end, the victim feels trapped. They are often too wounded to
endure the relationship any longer, but also too afraid to leave. So the
cycle just repeats itself until something is done.

e Physical Abuse:

Physical abuseis any intentional act causing injury or trauma to
another person or animal by way of bodily contact. In most cases,
children are the victims of physical abuse, but adults can also be
victims, as in cases of domestic violence or workplace aggression.
Alternative terms sometimes used include physical assault or physical
violence, and may also include sexual abuse. Physical abuse may
involve more than one abuser, and more than one victim. This is the
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type of abuse that many people think of when they hear the word
‘abuse.’ It can include punching, hitting, slapping, kicking, strangling, or
physically restraining a partner against their will. It can also include
driving recklessly or invading someone’s physical space, and in any
other way making someone feels physically unsafe.

e Sexual Abuse:

While sexual abuse can be a form of physical abuse, we put it in a
category by itself because it can include both physical and non-physical
components. It can involve rape or other forced sexual acts, or
withholding or using sex as a weapon. An abusive partner might also
use sex as a means to judge their partner and assign a value - in other
words, criticizing or saying that someone isn’t good enough at sex, OR
that sex is the only thing they’re good for. Because sex can be so loaded
with emotional and cultural implications, there are any number of
ways that the feelings around it can be uniquely used for power and
control.

e Mental/Psychological Abuse:

Mental or psychological abuse happens when one partner, through a
series of actions or words, wears away at the other’s sense of mental
wellbeing and health. It often involves making the victim doubt their
own sanity. The result o f this, especially over a sustained period of

anyone about the abuse they’re experiencing, for fear they won'’t be
believed.

e Financial/Economic Abuse:

Because abuse is about power and control, an abuser will use any

means necessary to maintain that control, and often that includes

finances. Whether it is controlling all of the budgeting in the household

and not letting the survivor have access to their own bank accounts or
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spending money, or opening credit cards and running up debts in the
survivor’s name, or simply not letting the survivor have a job and earn
their own money, this type of abuse is often a big reason why someone
is unable to leave an abusive relationship.

An abusive relationship
can include any or all of
these types of behaviors,
sustained over a period
of time and often
escalating. She also
throws a light on the
online threats, abuse &
Exploitation in Cyber-
world. After explaining
this, she concluded her
session with an appeal to the audience to be aware of abusive
relationships and whenever you feel threat of being abused of any sort
contact the consultant to get rid of it as early as possible as being in an
abusive relationship can torment a one’s life and life is very precious.

“Women

Digital Era”

Adv. (Smt.) Rajeshwari Balajiwale delivered a session on “Women
Empowerment against Cyber Crime in Digital Era”. She puts a light on past
harassments of Women. Women have been victims of various types of
harassment for many centuries till now. Domestic violence, satipratha,
acid-attack, rape, sexual harassment, dowry death (Married women who
are murdered or driven to suicide by continuous harassment and
torture), kidnapping, female infanticide (Gender-selective killing) etc. are
some forms which come into the category of violence against women.

Cyber Stalking: According to Wikipedia, “Cyber Stalking is the use of the
internet or other electronic means to stalk or harass an individual, a
group of individuals or an organization. It may include the making of false
accusations or statements of the fact, monitoring, making threats, identity
theft, damage to data or equipment, and the solicitation of minors for sex,
or gathering information that may use to harass.

Cyber Defamation: It occurs when someone posts defamatory matter
(Injury) caused to the reputation of person in the eyes of the 3rd person on
website or sends emails containing information to all that of person’s
friends, family members.

Email Spoofing: It is sending email to another person in such a way that
it seems that the email was sent by someone else. It has become so
common that we can no longer take for granted that the email one is
receiving is truly from the person identified as the sender.
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Cyber Pornography: It is another type of online threat to women'’s
security. “It is the

represents or describes sexual behavior that is degrading or abusive to
one or more of participants in such a way as to endorse the degradation.

Cyber Morphing: This crime is related with pornography and we can also
say it, a cyber-obscenity. Female members’ photographs are taken from
their personal albums and are morphed for pornographic purpose by
using parts of the pictures.

Cyber Hacking: In this kind of cyber violence, some particular targets are
chosen for hacking their profiles, using their personal information for evil
purposes. Moreover, the hacker may even distribute open invitations for
having sex with the profile owner at her home address.

Cyber Grooming: Cyber Grooming is when a person builds an online
relationship with a young person and tricks or pressures him / her into
doing sexual act.

Trolling: Troll spreads conflict on the Internet, criminal starts quarreling
or upsetting victim by posting inflammatory or off-topic messages in an
online community (such as a newsgroup, forum, chat room, or blog) with
the intention to provoke victims into an emotional, upsetting response.

Spyware: Is a type of malicious software or malware that is installed on a
computing device without the end user's knowledge. It invades the
device, steals sensitive information and internet usage data, and relays it
to advertisers, data firms or external users.

Preventive Measures for Cyber Crime:

e One should avoid disclosing any personal information to strangers
via e-mail or while chatting.
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e An updated Anti-virus software to guard against virus attacks
should be used by all the netizens and should also keep back up
volumes so that one may not suffer data loss in case of virus
contamination.

e A person should never send his credit card number to any site.

e Web site owners should watch traffic and check any irregularity on
the site.

e Be aware that your mobile device is vulnerable to viruses and
hackers.

e Do not fear to launch complaint.

e Always use secure wireless network.

e Always avoid sending any photograph online particularly to
strangers and chat friends.
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Session 4

“Laws against Sexual
Harassment of Women”

Adv. (Smt.) Nisha Shivurkar addressed the audience in fourth session of
this seminar on “Laws against sexual harassment of women”. She
commenced her session with meaning of equality and expected equality
between a man and a woman relationship. She further explained a motto
behind women’s day and elaborated a reason behind celebrating 8t of March
as an International Women'’s Day every year.

By elaborating a

reason behind
International
Women's Day

celebration on 8th
March as women’s
first protest for self
empowerment she
further explained a
history and
background of feminist movement, various waves in the movements, their
implication and so on.

She continued her talk by elaborating how abusive words come into
existence and why these words are women specific. She explained this fully
with by citing/referring ancient scriptures and books based on man-woman
relationship, its evolution and cultural progress.

She talked about role of women in India’s struggle for freedom and
explained in detail a respect Mahatma Gandhi and Mahatma Phule had for
women- their struggle, tolerance and sacrifices. She further addressed the
history of how

domestic violence act
come into existence in
1919 with the untiring
efforts  taken by
Rajashri Shahu



Maharaj. This act covered the abuses, violence imposed by the then society on
women such as physical, mental torture of mother, step-mother, wife,
I[solation of wife by not keeping any relationship with her, practicing
extramarital affair and so on. She brought in her discussion the crime against
women using technology or social media. She reflected deeply on the sexual,
emotional, mental harassment of women using the apps like Sulibai or
Bulibai. She tried to trace the reasons behind the rape as sex drive of men,
satisfaction of self ego if women had say no to any sexual relationship,
attraction or lust for women body, wrong concept of love as being wild and so
on. She further tried to a check on men mentality and how men talk/comment
foolish on wears-about and whereabouts of women.

She concluded her session by providing her valuable insights on
Vishakha act for working women for protecting her from physical, sexual,

mental abuses at workplace. She advocated a need of sex education to women
for the welfare, empowerment of women, and for identification of abusive
relationships to tackle them. She briefed the audience about a theme of
International Women'’s Day for the 2022. Recommendations of Justice Verma
Commission were also discussed critical at the end of this session.




Session 5

“Protecting Childhood”

Smt. Gargi Kale enlightened the audience in the fifth session of this
seminar on the topic “Protecting Childhood”. Her talk was basically based
on her on field work on this issue with her Kailash Saptarshi Foundation. She
primarily
mentioned a few
Indian
Government acts
protections  of
children and
their childhood.
The acts she
discussed in her
session are:

e (Children

Pledging of Labour Act, 1933: This Act prohibits the pledging of the
labour of children.

e The Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act, 1987: This Act seeks to stop
trafficking in young persons, both boys and Girls

e Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act 1986: This Act
prohibits children’s engagement in certain kinds of employment and
regulates the conditions of work of children in certain other
employments.

¢ Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006: This Act follows the basic
premise (a) to make a child go through marriage is an offence, and (b)
child or minor is a person up to 18 years of age in the case of girls and
21 years in the case of boys.

¢ Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009:

Right to education was only the provision in the Directive Principles of
State Policy which had a period of ten years within which the State had
to fulfill the mandate to provide free and compulsory education. We
now have the Right to Education under the fundamental rights, making
it a justifiable right under Article 21a. The Right to Education Act, 2009,



also known as RTE Act describes modalities of the importance of free
and compulsory education for children aged between 6-14 years in
India.

e Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act, 2012:

The Protection of Children from Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act was
enacted to address sexual exploitation and sexual abuse of minors. The
Act holds that a child is any person below the age of 18 years. The Act
defines different forms of sexual abuse. The Act makes provisions for
creating a child-friendly atmosphere through all stages of the judicial
process and avoiding re-victimization. The Act gives vital importance to
the best interest of the child. It thus incorporates child-friendly
mechanisms for reporting, recording of evidence, investigations speedy
trials of offences and in-camera trial without revealing the child’s
identity through designated special courts.
¢ Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015:

Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act came into effect on
15th January 2016. It aims at ensuring proper care, development, and
social reintegration of children in difficult circumstances by adopting a
child-friendly approach. The Act classifies the term “child” into two
categories: ‘child in conflict with law’, and ‘child in need of care and
protection’. This Act has provisions to protect children from any form of
punishment. Law against child beating is one such law under this
provision.

She further stressed the need of childhood protection as while the
constitutional and judicial framework has ensured legal and political rights,
much more needs to be d one to ensure social and economic rights to
vulnerable
communities to
ensure that the
rights of all
children  are
secured. Legal
reform alone
could not bring
change in the :
rights of
children.




She signifies the works role of Action Aid Associations like she works with
as these associations have taken on the mandate of ensuring that all children
can live a life of dignity, with the right to protection, nutrition, health and
education secured. Through the rights-based approach, we encourage
children’s participation in issues that concern them and their communities.
The child protection policy of India created by Action Aid Association is
framed under UNCRC principles and adhered to at all levels of their
interventions. Through training, recreation and other learning platforms,
children are empowered to challenge any form of violation of their rights. We
have seen many budding child rights ambassadors advocating for child rights
and challenging various social practices that violate child rights, including
child marriages, child labour and child trafficking. The communities that
Action Aid Association works with are better able to create a safe and friendly
environment for children.




Session 6

«“Human Rights of
Women against
Domestic Violence”

Smt. Prachi Dudhane engaged the audience in the sixth session of this
seminar on the topic “Human Rights of women against domestic
violence”. She enlightened the audience with fruitful insights on significant
role of human rights against domestic violence starting with the definition of
human rights as standards that recognize and protect the dignity of all human
beings. Human rights govern how individual human beings live in society and
with each other, as well as their relationship with the State and the
obligations that the State have towards them.

rationale behind the concépt of human fights is that each person is a moral
and rational being who deserves to be treated with dignity and respect.
Human rights are based on equality - and its basic philosophy strikes at the
root of discrimination against humans.

Human rights are supposed to negate gender inequality and discrimination
- but in the case of women, the reality is often divorced from the theoretical
concepts and ideal perceptions. Women form one of the most vulnerable
sections of society, and they have been facing violence and discrimination
since times immemorial. Women often bear the brunt of hypocrisy and
discrimination, right from the moment they are conceived in their mothers’
wombs. Then, they have to face it in the different stages of their lives - as
daughters, as sisters, as wives, as mothers, and above all, as women.

=

Violence against women is a universal issue and a direct violation of their
basic human rights. There are many forms of violence directed against women
which have been condemned globally. However, one certain type of violence
(domestic violence) has not been condemned with the severity it merits.
Instead, it is actually complicity condoned and accepted as a social norm in
many parts of the world.



Domestic violence against women means any act of violence that is
directed against women in a domestic setting. It may be physical, sexual,
psychological or economic violence or the threat of such violence inflicted
against her - by a person intimately connected to her through marriage or
family relations with the intention of subduing her or controlling her. Earlier,
it was often considered to be a private/individual matter, but it is actually a
social disease — the consequence of the established gender inequality within
the society, buttressed by existing structures of power in gender relations,
entrenched by traditional educational systems, ingrained by religious and
dogmatic beliefs and media influences.

Domestic violence
shakes the very
foundation of society,

and stands as an s
obstacle to  the Rights
achievement of

equality,

development and

peace. It is not merely
physical form of
violence, which
leaves behind only
physical injuries. It is also an emotional, psychological pattern of violence
which devastates and destroys the identity and person-hood of a woman. It
eats at her dignity and erodes her self-worth in the long term. Domestic
violence by an intimate partner has harmful effects on a woman’s sexual and
reproductive health - like unwanted pregnancies, gynecological disorders,
physical injury to private parts and large-scale impacts on mental health.

Measures against domestic violence are implicitly mentioned in each and
every global convention and declaration that seeks an end to violence against
women and exhorts equality among humans. It is implicit in:

1. Articles 1, 5, 16 and 23_of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, 1948

2. Article 12(1) of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights, 1966

3. Article 7 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR),
1966
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4. Article 4(c) of the Declaration on the Elimination of Violence against
Women (DEVAW)

Domestic violence violates a woman’s right to a dignified life, her rights
against torture and inhuman treatment, her right to liberty and security, and
her right against all forms of discrimination. Now, it is widely treated as a
human rights issue which violates the basic rights of women.

She concluded the session with a brief focus on the history of human
development from matriarchal society- Ganmata tradition to patriarchal
society which pushed the women to secondary position. She defined feminism
as a struggle of women for equality on the basis of gender and not a
movement for overpowering men.
